
History and Overview of Casino de Monte-Carlo Establishment

Description

Located in Monaco, one of Europe’s premier luxury destinations, the Casino de Monte-Carlo is a
legendary gaming institution that has been captivating visitors since 1863.

Prince Charles approached FranÃ§ois Blanc, a French entrepreneur and founder of the famous Spa in
Bad Homburg (now known as Casino Bad Homburg), to create an exclusive gaming venue that would
attract high-rollers from across Europe. Together, they found the perfect site on land reclaimed from
the sea between Monaco’s historic old town and its picturesque harbor.

Construction and Opening 

Work began immediately after the signing of a 50-year concession agreement in April 1863. The
imposing edifice took shape under Blanc’s careful supervision, drawing upon innovative architectural
styles influenced by European Renaissance models. In December 1863, the grand casino officially
opened with great fanfare.

Founders & Establishment: Prince Charles III and FranÃ§ois Blanc

The partnership between Prince Charles and Blanc would prove pivotal in shaping Monte-Carlo into a
cosmopolitan capital of leisure for centuries to come.

Evolution over Time 

While initially focused solely on traditional games like roulette, baccarat, poker, and Blackjack (21), the
Casino de Monte-Carlo later expanded its offerings to cater to increasingly diverse tastes. During
World War II, however, most casinos across Europe were shut down due to wartime regulations.

Post-war Period

Following liberation in 1944, Monaco experienced a significant resurgence as tourism picked up speed
again worldwide. To keep pace with growing demand for gaming and entertainment options, the
Casino de Monte-Carlo underwent extensive refurbishments during this period. Today’s glamorous
structure still retains much of its original architectural flair while boasting modern facilities.
